I. PURPOSE

The Owner seeks to retain the services of a Design-Build Contractor for the Project. The purpose of the Request for Proposal (“RFP”) is to solicit proposals from Offerors for use in selecting a Design-Build Contractor for the Work and A/E Services hereinafter described from those Offerors on the “short list” prepared as a result of the Request for Qualifications previously issued for this Project.  This RFP sets forth the minimum performance criteria for the Work and A/E Services to be provided by the Design-Build Contractor.

II. DEFINITIONS AND CONTRACT

The successful Offeror will be required to enter in a Contract with the Owner, for which the Contract Documents will include the following documents:

	A.  Commonwealth of Virginia Contract Between Owner and Design-Build Contractor (CO-9 DB)

	B.  General Conditions of the Design-Build Contract (CO-7 DB)

Unless otherwise defined in this RFP, capitalized terms used in the RFP shall have the meanings set forth in these referenced Contract Documents.  These documents can be reviewed at https://dgs.virginia.gov/search/documents-and-forms or requested from the Owner.  

The following terms used in this RFP shall have the definitions and meanings as shown below:

Design-Build Proposal or Proposal:  An Offeror’s submission in response to this RFP.

Offeror:  The Person or entity who proposes to provide the Work and A/E Services for the Project and who submits a Design-Build Proposal.

Request for Proposal or RFP:  This Request for Proposal, including all attachments, addenda and responses to written questions.  


III. INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS

The Offeror shall review all available Project documents identified in the  RFP, shall visit and become familiar with the Project Site, and shall identify any requirements of the local municipalities (business licenses or other taxes or fees necessary to conduct business in that municipality).  The Offeror’s Design-Build Proposal  shall address and provide for all Work and A/E Services described in the RFP or reasonably necessary and inferable to provide complete Work and A/E Services for the Project. 

	The Offeror shall be a registered vendor in eVA.  See RFP attachment “D”, eVA Vendor Registration Requirements.

The Offeror’s Design-Build Proposal shall include the following components and be organized as 	follows:

A. Completed Form of Proposal for Design-Build Services, including all required attachments.
The Form of Proposal for Design-Build Services shall be signed and completed and shall be accompanied by the Offeror’s Cost Proposal (and all required attachments) and Technical Proposal (and all required attachments).

B. Design Proposal
The Design Proposal shall include graphical representations of the Offeror’s proposed Project design, written descriptions of the proposed materials, features, and design approach, and any other information relevant or necessary to convey the Offeror’s proposed design for the Work.  The Design Proposal shall indicate the individuals to be included on the Offeror’s design team and the manner in which A/E Services will be provided for the Project.

C. Narrative of Project Approach
1. The Design-Build Proposal shall include a narrative which set outs, in full detail and complete development, the Offeror’s approach and process for providing and completing the Work and A/E Services required for the Project (the “Project Approach”). This Project Approach shall clearly articulate how the Offeror and its team will execute the demands of the Project by describing the processes, procedures and strategies to be utilized.  It shall outline the Offeror’s philosophy and methodology for:
a. Interfacing with the Owner.
b. Interfacing with the Architect/Engineer and communications between and among the 	Owner, Contractor and Architect/Engineer.
c. Interfacing with all Subcontractors.
d. Interfacing with all outside entities on the Project.
e. Meeting the Project’s budget.
f. Meeting the Project's schedule for Substantial and Final Completion.
g. Meeting the Project's quality objectives.

2. The Project Approach must address the Offeror’s plans for minimizing disruptions to the traffic patterns and customary activities in the immediate vicinity of the Project Site.

3. The Project Approach must address the Offeror’s plan for the utilization of available staging area. Include in the response to this specific item the Offeror's plan for the delivery of materials and equipment to the Project Site and how such items will be stored or coordinated prior to their need for erection or placement into their permanent positions.

4. The Project Approach must address the Offeror’s strategies for obtaining qualified, complete Subcontractor pricing including any Small Business participation required by the RFP.

	D.  Completed DGS-30-472, Proposed Small Business Participation, Design-Build
	The Design-Build Proposal must include a completed DGS-30-472, Proposed Small Business 	Participation, Design-Build, even if the RFP does not include a specific requirement for Small 	Business participation.  

	E.  Other Relevant Information
	The Design-Build Proposals may include any other documentation deemed appropriate by the Offeror to convey to the Building Committee knowledge regarding the Offeror's organization.
	

IV. DESIGN-BUILD PROPOSAL SUBMISSION

1. The Design-Build Proposal, consisting of all information identified in Section II above, shall be timely submitted to the attention of the Owner/Agency Representative at the address listed above.  The submission shall include six (6) copies of the Technical Proposal (one marked original and five copies of the original) and one (1) separately sealed Cost Proposal.

2. Design-Build Proposals are to be submitted not later than the due date and time listed in the RFP.  Submissions received after the due date and time will be rejected and returned to the sender.

3. Design-Build Proposals may be mailed via United States Postal Service, delivered via express delivery services, or delivered by a representative of the Offeror to the address above.  It is the Offeror’s responsibility to ensure that its Design-Build Proposal is received at the stated address by the due date and time established by the RFP.  

4. A Design-Build Proposal received by the Owner in the time and manner required will remain in the possession of the Owner and will not be returned to the Offeror.

5. The Owner recognizes the possible existence of confidentiality agreements between an Offeror and previous clients and fully respects such agreements.  Any information requested by this RFP that is considered to be confidential between the Offeror and a previous client shall be marked proprietary by the Offeror.

6. The Owner’s Project personnel reserve the right to visit the office(s) of an Offeror, and any member of its team, to verify any claim(s) made by an Offeror regarding staff, facilities, capabilities, qualifications and any other reasonable concerns that may arise on the part of the Owner.  In such an event, the Offeror must make every reasonable attempt to clarify any concerns expressed by the Owner’s personnel at that time.

7. The Owner will not be responsible for any costs incurred by an Offeror in the preparation and submittal of its Design-Build Proposal.

8. The Offeror may amend its Design-Build Proposal after it has been submitted, provided the amendment has been received by the Owner on or before the date and time fixed for receipt of Proposals. The amendment will be accepted and shall be treated with equal force as the balance of the originally submitted Proposal. If an error is discovered after the time and date established for the receipt of Design-Build Proposals by the RFP, the Offeror may withdraw, without penalty, from consideration, but no error corrections will be accepted by the Owner.

V. PROPOSALS EVALUATION PROCESS (Method 1)

1. Design-Build Proposals will be opened under the supervision of the Building Committee.  The opening of the Design-Build Proposals will not be conducted in public.

2. Upon receipt of the Design-Build Proposals from the Offerors, each Offeror’s Technical Proposal will be opened and distributed to the Building Committee.

3. The Building Committee will thoroughly review and evaluate the Technical Proposals according to the criteria contained in the RFP and will invite those Offerors whose Technical Proposals meet the requirements of the RFP criteria to a subsequent face-to-face interview with the Committee.  It is anticipated, but not guaranteed, that these interviews will take place within ten (10) days of the opening of the Technical Proposals.  It is anticipated that not all of the Offerors submitting Design-Build Proposals will be interviewed.  
If necessary, the Building Committee will inform each Offeror of any adjustments necessary to make its Technical Proposal fully comply with the requirements of the RFP.  Offerors also may be required to make design revisions to incorporate Project improvements and/or additional detailed information required or identified by the Committee.  In the event of any adjustments required or requested to a Technical Proposal, the Offeror may amend its Cost Proposal.  In addition, after the interviews and prior to negotiations, the Owner may, at its sole discretion, provide the Offerors the opportunity to submit to the Owner sealed modifications to their Cost Proposals.
4. The Building Committee will evaluate all revised Technical Proposals and identify one or more Offerors whose Proposal(s) fully meet the requirements of the RFP criteria. 
5. The Building Committee shall open the Offerors’ Cost Proposals and select the successful Offeror based upon the method of award outlined in Section VI of the RFP.  
6. The Owner may cancel this RFP or reject Design-Build Proposals at any time prior to an award. Should the Owner, prior to opening the Cost Proposal,  determine in writing to the Director of the Division of Engineering and Buildings and in its sole discretion that only one Offeror is fully qualified, or that one Offeror is clearly more highly qualified than the others under consideration, a Contract may be negotiated and awarded to that Offeror after approval by the Director. 
7. The award will result in a Contract incorporating by reference all the requirements, terms and conditions of the RFP and the Offeror's Design-Build Proposal, as amended or negotiated and as agreed to by the Owner in writing. 
IV. PROPOSALS EVALUATION PROCESS (Method 2)

1. Design-Build Proposals will be opened under the supervision of the Building Committee.  The opening of the Design-Build Proposals will not be conducted in public.

2. Upon receipt of the Design-Build Proposals from the Offerors, each Offeror’s Technical Proposal will be opened and distributed to the Building Committee.


3. The Building Committee will thoroughly review and evaluate the Technical Proposals and rank them according to the criteria contained in the RFP and will invite those Offerors whose Technical Proposals most closely align with the requirements of the RFP to subsequent face-to-face interviews with the Committee.  It is anticipated, but not guaranteed, that these will take place within ten (10) days of the opening of the Technical Proposals.  It is anticipated that not all of the Offerors submitting written Proposals will be interviewed.  

If necessary, the Building Committee will inform each Offeror of any adjustments necessary to make its Technical Proposal fully comply with the requirements of the RFP.  Offerors also may be required to make design revisions to incorporate Project improvements and/or additional detailed information required or identified by the Committee.  In the event of any adjustments required or requested to a Technical Proposal, the Offeror may amend its Cost Proposal.  In addition, after the interviews and prior to negotiations, the Owner may, at its sole discretion, provide the Offerors the opportunity to submit to the Owner sealed modifications to their Cost Proposals.
4. The Building Committee will evaluate and rank all revised Technical Proposals and select the leading Offerors. 

5. The Building Committee shall open the Offerors’ Cost Proposals and select the successful Offeror based upon the method of award outlined in Section VI of the RFP. 

6. The Owner may cancel this RFP or reject Design-Build Proposals at any time prior to an award. Should the Owner, prior to opening the Cost Proposals, determine in writing to the Director of the Division of Engineering and Buildings and in its sole discretion that only one Offeror is fully qualified, or that one Offeror is clearly more highly qualified than the others under consideration, a Contract may be negotiated and awarded to that Offeror after approval by the Director. 

7. The award will result in a Contract incorporating by reference all the requirements, terms and conditions of the RFP and the Offeror's Design-Build Proposal, as amended or negotiated, and as agreed to by the Owner in writing. 

V. EVALUATION CRITERIA

The evaluation criteria for the evaluation of the Offerors’ Design-Build Proposals include the following:

ADJUST TECHNICAL PROPOSAL EVALUATION CRITERIA TO REFLECT PRIORITIES OF BUILDING COMMITTEE.)

A. Evaluation of Technical Proposal
1. Responsiveness of the aesthetics of the proposed design to the Owner’s program and bridging design.
2. Responsiveness of the functional layout of the proposed design to the Owner’s program and bridging design.
3. Proposed Small Business participation.
4. The detail, clarity, and soundness of the Project Approach.

B. Evaluation of Interviews

C. Evaluation of Cost Proposal
1.	Total proposed construction cost shall be within the funds available for construction.
2.	Total proposed cost ranked in order of lowest to highest.

VI. BASIS OF AWARD
(AGENCY SHALL SELECT EITHER “BASIS OF AWARD–METHOD #1”, OR “BASIS OF AWARD–METHOD #2” AND REMOVE THE OTHER FROM THE RFP.)

Basis of Award - Method #1 (Cost Basis):
The Agency reviews the revised Technical Proposals for compliance with the requirements of the RFP and all clarifications issued. Assuming that the required changes were made, all Design-Build Proposals, though they may have different features, would now meet the requirements of the RFP. All Design-Build Proposals are considered to be equally acceptable, with respect to the RFP criteria.

The Agency opens the Cost Proposal from each Offeror, along with any cost modifications submitted. Because all Offerors’ Design-Build Proposals not otherwise rejected are deemed to meet the RFP requirements, the Contract is awarded based on the lowest price Cost Proposal.

Basis of Award - Method #2 (Cost + Technical Basis):
If the selection of the Design-Build Contractor includes a technical scoring component in addition to the low cost scoring component, the Agency shall use the following method to award:

0. Each Building Committee member shall individually review the revised Technical Proposals for compliance with the requirements of the RFP (and clarifications issued) and rank them  in order of preference, based on the Evaluation Criteria, from 1 to 5 (1 being the best)
0. Points shall be awarded to each Technical Proposal based on each Committee member’s ranking using a 100-point baseline as follows:

Rank #1 = 100 points
Rank #2 =   80 points
Rank #3 =   60 points
Rank #4 =   40 points
Rank #5 =   20 points

If there are fewer than five Design-Build Proposals, the highest rankings are used. (e.g.: 1=100, 2=80, 3=60)

0. After the Technical Proposals have been evaluated, the Agency shall open the Cost Proposal from each Offeror along with any cost modifications submitted. The Cost Proposals shall be scored by the Building Committee using  a 100-point baseline, adding an additional 20 points for every 3% the Offeror’s Cost Proposal falls below the stated Project budget. If a Cost Proposal is 12% or more below the median of the values of all Cost Proposals, the score for that Cost Proposal shall be 180 points.

0. Each Building Committee member shall calculate the sum of the points awarded for the Technical Proposal and the Cost Proposal to obtain a total score for each Offeror’s Design-Build Proposal.
0. The total scores from the Building Committee members for each Offeror shall be added together to calculate a total sum for each Offeror’s Design-Build Proposal.
0. The Offeror whose Design-Build Proposal generates the highest total sum will be awarded the Contract. In the event of a tie, the Project shall be awarded to the lowest price of the Cost Proposals included in the tie.
