Sealed bids are invited for a term contract for Job Order Contracting Services for [AGENCY NAME AND CODE] covering the region described in Exhibit 1.  The Work of this Contract will be set forth in the Detailed Scopes of Work referenced in the individual Job Orders.  The Contractor is required to complete each Detailed Scope of Work for the Job Order Price within the Job Order Completion Time.

Sealed bids will be received at [BID RECEIPT OFFICE ADDRESS].  The deadline for submitting bids is 2:00 P.M., as determined by the Bid Officer, on [DATE].

The bids will be opened publicly and read aloud beginning at 2:00 P.M., on [DATE FOLLOWING], at the same location.

A Bid Bond is not required.

eVA Vendor Registration:  The bidder or offeror shall be a registered vendor in eVA.  See the attached eVA Vendor Registration Requirements.

GCPay: Contract payments shall be made through GCPay. Go to www.gcpay.com for instructions on how to process pay applications.

Procedures for submitting a bid, claiming an error, withdrawal of bids and other pertinent information are contained in the Instructions to Bidders, which is part of this Invitation for Bids.  Withdrawal due to error in bid shall be permitted in accord with Section 9 of the Instructions to Bidders (CO-7aJOC) and Code of Virginia § 2.2-4330.  The Owner reserves the right to reject any or all bids.

[A pre-bid conference will be held at the [LOCATION] at [TIME], on [DATE].  Attendance shall be [mandatory][optional] for those submitting a bid.] or [A pre-bid conference will not be held.]

The contract(s) shall be awarded on the following basis:

(a) Basis for Contract Award:  The Contract(s), if awarded, will be awarded to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder(s), if any, provided the bid(s) is reasonable and it is in the best interest of the Owner to accept it and subject to the Owner’s right to reject any and all bids and to waive informality in the bids and in the bidding.  Determination of the lowest responsible bidder, if any, will be the lowest Award Criteria Figure.

(1) There are three Adjustment Factors for this Contract.  When preparing a Job Order Price Proposal, the Contractor shall select the appropriate Adjustment Factor.

(2) The Adjustment Factors are as follows:

(i) Normal Working Hours Adjustment Factor:  Monday through Friday 7:00 am to 4:00 pm except holidays.
(ii) Other Than Normal Working Hours Adjustment Factor:  Monday through Friday 4:01 pm to 6:59 am and all-day Saturday, Sunday and holidays.
(iii) Non-Prepriced Adjustment Factor:  For Non-Prepriced Work.

(3) For bid evaluation purposes only, the following weighted percentages shall be used to determine the Award Criteria Figure:

	60%

	Other than Normal Working Hours
	30%

	Non-Prepriced
	10%



(4) All Unit Prices listed in the Construction Task Catalog are priced at a net value of 1.0000.  The Adjustment Factors shall be an increase or decrease to all the Unit Prices listed in the Construction Task Catalog.  For example, 1.1000 would be a 10% increase to the Unit Prices and 0.9500 would be a 5% decrease to the Unit Prices.  Bidders who submit separate Adjustment Factors for separate Unit Prices will be considered non-responsive and their bid will be rejected.

(b) Informalities:  The Owner reserves the right to waive any informality in the bids when such waiver is in the interest of the Owner.

(c) Notice of Intent to Award or Notice of Award:  The Notice of Award or the Notice of Intent to Award will be posted at the Agency’s standard location for posting notices as shown on the “Notice of Invitation to Bid.”  In addition the Agency may also post such notice on the Agency’s Website at [AGENCY WEBSITE] and/or the DGS central electronic procurement Website.  Any bidder or offeror who desires to protest the award or decision to award a contract shall submit the protest in writing to the public body no later than ten days after the posting of the Notice of Award or Notice of Intent to Award, whichever comes first.  Code of Virginia § 2.2-4360.

Contractor registration in accordance with Code of Virginia § 54.1-1103, is required.  See the Instructions to Bidders for additional qualification requirements.
